International students of the Amur State University must follow the laws of
the Russian Federation (RF), consider national customs and traditions of Russia
and maintain friendly relationships with students from different countries.

Foreign students must also follow the rules of the Amur State University
(AmSU) internal regulations, treat teaching staff with respect, attend classes and

study according to the timetable.

l. Education

1. Regqistration and preparation for a new semester

After arriving in Blagoveshchensk all international students (newcomers
and those who continue studies) should be registered at the university. For this
purpose they must come to the International Affairs Office and provide a passport,
student visa and confirmation of payments for tuition and on-campus-
accommodation fees.

Those students who continue their study for the 2, 3 and 4 year must come
back to the university by the time of new term beginning and go through the
following formalities: provide a passport and visa, tuition / accommodation fee
payments, etc.

2. Tuition Fees

Tuition fee is carried in once for the whole period of study/ year /term. It
must be carried within 10 days from the beginning of study period.

If a foreign student has already paid for the education but for some reason
has to stop the process of education, he or she must file in an application and hand
it to the dean’s office, pass the expel formalities and finally leave the university
within three days.

Registration fee and insurance fee shall not be refunded.

3. Education Process

Students must attend all classes, pass tests and exams in accordance with
the curriculum.

Students who plan to study language courses are divided to the groups
according to the entrance test results.

If a student does not attend classes for more than three days because of
iliness or other reasonable excuse, he / she must inform the supervising teacher,
provide a sick-list or another document that may verify the cause of absence,
otherwise it will be classified as truancy.

A student can be expelled from the University, if he or she misses half of
the classes on each discipline without a reasonable excuse. In this case the
International Affairs Office send student’s passport data to the Federal Migration
Service (FMS) in order to reduce the period of the visa validity and the student
must leave the university at a set period of time.

During classes students must follow the rules:

e  switch off the cellphones;

e do not have a meal in a classroom;

o follow the dress code (do not wear slippers, undershirts without
clothes over and hats);

e do not leave or enter a classroom during the lesson without permission

and do not take actions that may disrupt educational process.

4. Expulsion
1) On expulsion a student must go through certain formalities at the

dean’s office and inform the International Affairs Office (IAO). After that within a
3-days period the IAO provides information to the FMS in order to reduce the
period of the visa validity. The student must leave the university within three days
from the date of expulsion.

2) A student who does not attend classes without a reasonable excuse

will be expelled automatically.

. On-Campus Accommodation
1. Checking-in

1) A student must obtain the permission to move into a dormitory and

receive a receipt for accommodation fee. The receipts are given by the director of
the campus, in the 2" dormitory, the1* floor.

2) A student must sign a Lease Contract and pay 200 rubles for making
an electronic dormitory pass (in the 2nd dormitory, the 1% floor, Passport Office):;

3) Before checking-in a student must provide with the results of chest X-
ray, sanitary book (previously made in the country of permanent residence) to the
University Medical Center (the 3" dormitory, the 1% floor), and receive a medical
note which must be given to the dormitory supervisor;

4)  In the Main Building (the 2™ floor, Cash Office), a student must pay a
lump sum accommodation fee for 10 months;

5) In the Main Building (room 118, the 1% floor) a students must get a
paper student pass (one documental photo is required);

6) Get room keys at the dormitory watch.

2. Checking-out

1) In order to move out of the dormitory, a student must prepare all
necessary documents, meet the campus director in the 2" dormitory (the 1* floor),
and inform the 1AQ;
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2) After that a student must pay the accommodation debts (if there are
any), return the bedding and furnishing to the dorm supervisor, and a clean up the
room. All room furniture and inventory must be in working conditions. After
checking-out a student must move out of the room within 3 days;

3) A student must inform the dormitory supervisor about the checking
out 2 days earlier. Personal belongings and room keys must be deposited to a
dormitory cloakroom.

3. Dormitory residence rules and fire safety requlations

Students must:

1) comply with the terms of the Lease Contract;

2) pay accommodation and other fees in time;

3) follow the dormitory rules and regulations, otherwise a student can be
displaced from the dormitory;

4) show a paper pass or use an electronic pass when entering a dormitory.
There is an access control,

5) let the administration inspect student’s room;

6) invite guests only during visiting hours: from 5:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m.
on weekdays and from 2:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m. on Sundays;

7) not make noise after 11 p.m;

8) come back to the dormitory no later, than at 12 p.m. The dormitory
shall be locked at 12 p.m.

9) lock the room door and give the keys to the guard at the watch (when
living a room);

10) not make noise and hurdles to others when using common areas;

11) use electrical appliances properly;

12) use the dormitory property with care;

13) save water and electrical energy;

14) keep personal rooms and common areas clean;

15) clean personal rooms, sections, bathrooms and a kitchens according to

the clean schedule;

16) compensate the material damage in case of damaging property;

17) choose a head person in each section, who would care of the dormitory
property and utensils and be responsible for keeping order and cleanliness in the
rooms and sections. The head persons rely on solutions of the Dormitory Student
Council and Dormitory Administration.

The following is prohibited:

1) smoke at the territory of the university;

2) move to another living room without permission of the administration;

3) move things and furniture to other rooms without permission of the
administration;

4) make any modifications of electrical wiring system;

5) do extra load volume and excessive vibration works;

6) make loud sounds by using TV sets, tape-recorders and other similar
devices from 10 p.m.to 7 a.m.;

7) paint and paste over the walls (except for places designated for these
purposes);

8) let other people live in the dormitory room;

9) appear in the dormitory in alcoholic intoxication;

10) drink alcohol, including light one (beer);

11) sell alcohol and drugs;

12) install additional or new locks at the room doors without permission
of the administration;

13) use open flame or ignition source inside the dormitory;

14) keep pets/animals in the dormitory;

15) keep large-size things in the room;

16) throw garbage out of the windows;

17) clog the sewage system.
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Students who do not live in a dormitory must:
Sign “a Lease Contract” with a flat owner. Prior to this ask the owner to
give a copy of document that proves the property rights on a renting place and

provide the IAO with the copy of this document together with the Lease Contract.

M1, Federal Migration Service Control
1)  Within the first 2 days after receiving a student’s visa and entering the

Russian Federation, a foreign student must come to the AmSU International
Affairs Office in order to get migration registration in the RF. A foreign student
must be registered at the FMS within 7 days from arriving. A foreign student, who
goes abroad for some reason (if it is provided by the terms of the current visa) and
then returns to Russia, must each time come to the IAO within the same
timeframes. A student must provide to the IAO with the following documents:

—  passport;

—  migration card;

—  Visg;

— document confirming a right of premises using (in the case of renting
accommodation);

—  registration fee payment.

2) If a foreign student doesn’t register in the IAO in proper time, he or
she is fined for breaking the entrance regulations. In case of regular violation of
registration rules, the university has the right to apply to the corresponding services
to cancel the visa and ask for deportation of the student from Russia.

3) While staying in Russia, a foreign student must keep the registration
form until crossing the border. In case of losing the registration form, a student
must inform the 1AO as soon as possible.

4) In case of changing the place of living, a student must inform the IAO
within 2 days and provide the documents confirming a right of premises using (in
the case of renting accommodation). Otherwise the student must be fined by the

Migration Service body.
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5) In order to make/extend a multiple visa, a foreign student must apply
to the IAO with the following documents:

—  passport;

—  migration card;

— valid visa;

— documental photos (colorful or black-and-white, 35 x 45 mm)
on white background, or a digital one;

—  multiple visa fee.

6) International students of the University are provided with visa if they
have payed tuition and dormitory fees (a student must provide the IAO with the
receipts).

7) International students must provide all the necessary documents 60
days before the end of the visa validity period. The process of making a new visa
takes 30 days. It is strongly recommended to note these conditions.

8) After visa’s extension or making the new one, an international student
must pass through the process of registration again.

9) A student who lives or studies in the Russia must have a valid visa. If
a visa is invalid, a foreign student is fined and deported from the country by the
police. In this case a student bears all the responsibility for the violations of the
immigration laws.

10) A foreign student must observe the laws of the RF. In case of repeated
violation student’s visa can be cancelled. Examples of violation: traffic offences
(with a given traffic ticket), fight (fraction). All kinds of law violations information
Is automatically sent to the Russian Federation United Information Center by the
Police.

11) During the National Holidays, including a New Year (from the 1% to
the 10" of January), May holidays (on the 1%, 2", and 9" of May), February 23,
March 8, and June 12 the IAO and FMS do not work. Please, plan the time for

passing registration formalities in advance.
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12) If an international student is going to travel around Russia, he or she
must inform the IAO and get there instructions concerning migration issues. When
travelling around Russia a foreign citizen must be registered in local migration
bodies and registered again upon returning to Blagoveschensk. Moreover, there are
some areas in Amur Region and other regions of the RF that foreign citizens are

prohibited from visiting.

V. Medical Insurance

Every international student in the university must have an adequate medical
insurance for the period of study.

In case of insured accident within insurance valid period, the IAO informs
the insurance company in order to compensate treatment costs. If the valid period
of insurance is over, a student takes all treatment paying responsibilities.

In case of academic leave, expulsion or moving to another university, the
insurance given to an international student will be valid at the territory of the RF
within the paid period.

In case of illness a student must apply to the medical station (the 3rd
dormitory, the 1st floor) or straight to the students’ hospital (st. Teatralnaya, 28)
and inform the 1AO about it. On Sundays, holidays and in the evenings a student
must call the emergency medical service (call 03 for stationary telephones, 030 -
for Megaphone and MTS, 003 - for Beeline, 112 — for all mobile operators). A

student shall have a passport and the insurance.

V. Helpful Information
When leaving the territory of the University, be cautious; watch your things
and documents, especially in public transport and shops. If your things were stolen,
please, immediately inform the police.
Ask for a receipt in shops and markets, so that you can refund money for
goods of low quality.

In case of emergency call the police (110 - for all mobile operators).

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The Cathedral — is the first church in Blagoveshchensk. It had being built for 8 years
(1879-1887), but after the revolution it was destroyed. Only in the beginning of the 21 century

at the same place the new foundation was laid and Cathedral of the Annunciation was built.
